1. The world is in desperate need of the
true Gospel

2. Christianity's modern Gospel is a far
cry from the biblical Gospel and its
message does not have the power to
save sinners,

3. The Church often presents a gospel
that is self-centered and inoffensive
but which produces false converts.

* false prophets (Matt. 7:15)
* false apostles (2 Cor. 11:13)
* false teachers (2 Pet. 2:1)

- preach a different Jesus and a
different gospel (2 Cor. 11:4)

- and they produce false

4. Churches consist of fruly saved people
and those who only appear to be
"born again” believers.
