I (onclusions about Spiritual Gifls

1. Just like every other believer, you have been
given al least one spiritual gift

2. As a good steward, you will give an account
1o the Lord for the using of your gifts

3. Spiritual giits are given ultimately so that God
may be glorified

(1Pet 4:10-11; Rev 4:11; Col 1:16)

4. Spiritual gifts must be exercised in toal
conformity to biblical teaching
a) without love the gifts cannol achieve
God’s intended purpose = worthless
b) all gifts must be exercised properly and in
an orderly manner (1 Cor 13:1-3, 14:39-40)
5. Your giits are necessary for the good and the
building up of the body, the church

6. As the body needs you, you need the body

7. Spiritual giits are given o bless the church
in the realm of the Spirit
—> the sphere of relationship with God

—> the deepest level of human existence
and experience

—> they strike right at the root of all human
problems

8. God’s plan and purpose for you was in place
before you were born
a) He chose you in Jesus before the
foundation of the world

b) He prepared beforehand your good works

2. You will be drawn to your gift and to
other believers who have the same giil

3. Others will recognize your gifts in you
—> ask trusted Christian iriends what they
see in you

4. You will be comiortable in the area of your
oliling

2. You will be efiective in exercising of your giils

6. Consider that you may have spiritual giits
that will remain undiscovered until specific
needs or circumstances bring them to light

III You need to know your Spiritual Gift

1. Your gift will direct you to God’s will and
purpose for your life

2. Your giit will help you in setting priorities

3. Your git will help you accept your place in the
body of Christ, the church

4. Your giit identifies areas for further training
and development
