How is faith seen?

Acts 11:19-21

19. So then those who were scattered because of the persecution that occurred in connection with
Stephen made their way to Phoenicia and Cyprus and Antioch, speaking the word to no one
except to Jews alone.

20. But there were some of them, men of Cyprus and Cyrene, who came to Antioch and began
speaking to the Greeks also, preaching the Lord Jesus.

21. And the hand of the Lord was with them, and a large number who believed turned to the
Lord.

Mark 2:3-5

3. And they *came, bringing to Him a paralytic, carried by four men.

4. Being unable to get to Him because of the crowd, they removed the roof above Him; and
when they had dug an opening, they let down the pallet on which the paralytic was lying.

5. And Jesus seeing their faith *said to the paralytic, “Son, your sins are forgiven.”
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Matthew 15:22-28

22. And a Canaanite woman from that region came out and began to cry out, saying, “Have
mercy on me, Lord, Son of David; my daughter is cruelly demon-possessed.”

23. But He did not answer her a word. And His disciples came and implored Him, saying, “Send
her away, because she keeps shouting at us.”

24. But He answered and said, “I was sent only to the lost sheep of the house of Israel.”

3 25. But she came and began to bow down before Him, saying, “Lord, help me!”

26. And He answered and said, “It is not good to take the children’s bread and throw it to the
dogs.”

27. But she said, “Yes, Lord; but even the dogs feed on the crumbs which fall from their masters’
table.”

28. Then Jesus said to her, “O woman, your faith is great; it shall be done for you as you wish.”
And her daughter was healed at once.

21. and being fully assured that what God had promised, He was able also to perform.

17. By faith Abraham, when he was tested, offered up Isaac, and he who had received the
promises was offering up his only begotten son;

6 | 18. it was he to whom it was said, “IN ISAAC YOUR DESCENDANTS SHALL BE CALLED.”

19. He considered that God is able to raise people even from the dead, from which he also
received him back as a type.

7 By faith he left Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the king; for he endured, as seeing Him who is
unseen.

24. By faith Moses, when he had grown up, refused to be called the son of Pharaoh’s daughter,

26. considering the reproach of Christ greater riches than the treasures of Egypt; for he was
looking to the reward.

4. For just as we have many members in one body and all the members do not have the same
function,

5. so we, who are many, are one body in Christ, and individually members one of another.

6. Since we have gifts that differ according to the grace given to us, each of us is to exercise
them accordingly: if prophecy, according to the proportion of his faith;
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Romans 14:1-5, 10
1. Now accept the one who is weak in faith, but not for the purpose of passing judgment on his

opinions.

2. One person has faith that he may eat all things, but he who is weak eats vegetables only.

3. The one who eats is not to regard with contempt the one who does not eat, and the one who
does not eat is not to judge the one who eats, for God has accepted him.

8 4. Who are you to judge the servant of another? To his own master he stands or falls; and he
will stand, for the Lord is able to make him stand.

5. One person regards one day above another, another regards every day alike. Each person
must be fully convinced in his own mind.

10. But you, why do you judge your brother? Or you again, why do you regard your brother with
contempt? For we will all stand before the judgment seat of God.
